We have previously provided information on what to do when “Tokai
Earthquake Prediction Information” or “Tokai Earthquake Warning Information”
is announced, such as closing schools or handing over students. However, “Tokai
Earthquake Prediction Information” and “Tokai Earthquake Warning
Information” have been abolished, and the “Nankai Trough Earthquake Extra
Information” is now issued to inform the entire Nankai Trough area of the
increased possibility of an earthquake.

The “Nankai Trough Earthquake Extra Information” is issued in the form of a
“huge earthquake warning” or “huge earthquake caution” depending on the
observation status of the Nankai Trough.

When a “huge earthquake warning” is issued, “residents in areas where
evacuation from tsunami is obviously not possible in time when an earthquake
occurs (areas subject to advance evacuation due to tsunami arrival) should
evacuate in advance,” and when a “huge earthquake caution” is issued,
“reconfirm daily preparedness and evacuate voluntarily if necessary,” “reconfirm
daily preparedness and also check evacuation sites and secure furniture, etc.”

In the case of Kameyama City, there is no area subject to advance evacuation
due to the arrival of a tsunami. Therefore, even if the above “Nankai Trough
Earthquake Extra Information” is issued, schools will not be immediately closed
and will continue as usual. (However, please be advised that there may be cases
in which schools will be closed, placed on standby, or handed over to the
authorities, depending on the situation.

2 In case of Major Earthquake occurs (Intensity: 5+ or higher)
(1) Occurs before school hours (8:30 am):

-Do not let them come to school. Stay at home.

-In case the damage is small and the safety is confirmed, and classes can be held on the same day, classes
start at 13:40. School may be closed depending on damage.

-In case that the safety is NOT confirmed at noon (12:00 pm), all classes will be cancelled on that day.
-Even if classes are held, each family should take appropriate measures, such as continuing to stay at home,
if there is a problem with attending school. In such cases, please contact the school.

(2) Occurs on the way home or to school:

-Communicating with parents and community members, school staff will patrol the school and neighborhood
to confirm the situation and ensure the safety of students.

-Depending on where the students are on the way to or from school or where they have evacuated, we will
let them wait at school or evacuation site and hand them over to the parent or guardian upon confirmation.

(3) Occurs after school hours started:

-Classes will be cancelled immediately. Parents/guardians will be asked to come to the school to pick up their
children. The school will release the child upon confirmation by the parent/guardian.

If it is difficult to pick up the child due to family circumstances, the child will be kept at the school until he/she
can be picked up.

Classes will be held if there is little damage from the earthquake and safety is assured.

*If the above measures are inappropriate due to the magnitude of the earthquake, damage, etc.,
appropriate measures will be taken in each case by the decision of the City Board of Education or
the principal.

*In each cases of (1) to (3) above, we will notify you of the start of classes, school closings, etc.
by the E-mail system. However, depending on the situation, we may not be able to contact you
due to overloaded telephone lines, etc. In such cases, please make every effort to ensure the
safety of your children first and foremost.

*When picking up your child, we may ask you to verify and identify the person picking up your
child.
